Phonics- 'th' diagraph

e When saying 'th' be sure to put your tongue between your
teeth. Practise this lots of times!

e Write 'th' on your lap, on someones back and on your
whiteboard- It is really important that we know how to write
this as well as read it!

e 'th' worksheet- pg.20; Match the words that start with 'th'.
Colour the pictures that have the 'th' sound.

Maths work- Length

e Give your child two objects (one that is long and one that is
longer, e.g a pen and a crayon). Ask them which is longer than
the other? Add another item in and discuss which is the
longest.

e Measuring the length of items in the house; Use your lollipop
sticks to measure the length of different things in your house.
Before doing this, estimate or 'guess’ the amount of lollipop
sticks you think it will be. For example, guess how many lollipop
sticks long your maths book/table/copy/spoon is. Use your
lollipop stick then to measure;
